2026 Continuing Education Cheat Sheet  

Annual Requirements
· LGC Sec. 83.003 requires 20 hours of continuing education each year.
· Best Practice: Attend the April CTAT Conference to earn all 20 hours.
CTAT Conferences (annual training):
· Spring Conference (April): 20+ hours
· Fall Conference (September): 10+ hours
👉 A minimum of 10 hours annually must be earned at either the April or September CTAT Conference.  
👉 Carry-over hours only count as outside hours.

Outside Hours
· Up to 10 outside hours may be applied each year.
· Approved sources:
· TAC in-person conferences (ALL)
· TCDRS in-person conference

Newly Elected & Appointed Treasurers
· Newly Elected: Must complete CTAT’s Introductory Course within one year of taking office (offered after November elections).
· Appointed Treasurer: Must attend the earliest available CTAT training (offered biannually or annually if needed).

 Key Statutes
· Local Government Code Sec. 83.003 – Continuing Education
· Government Code Sec. 2256.008 – Investment Training






Public Funds Investment Act (PFIA) – (Required)
Government Code Sec. 2256.008 requires 10 hours every two years.
· Current reporting cycle: January 2025 through December 2026.
· You may attend any PFIA training (virtual or in person). 
· Submit certificate of completion to your commissioners court. 
👉 CTAT only tracks PFIA hours earned at CTAT conferences or TAC Investment training.


County Investment Academy (Optional)
· Voluntary, but hours also count toward PFIA.
· Membership earned by completing the Basics of County Investments program plus passing exam.
· Membership in the Academy is maintained by earning 15 credit hours per calendar year. Five outside hours and five carryover hours are allowed per year.
